As the 2008 golf season is winding down the Golf Committee is busy planning for the 2009 season. You will 
note that the fees represent a nominal increase over the 2008 fees.  We understand in these difficult economic 
times that your personal budget is being stretched. The price of gas has hit us hard as well, not only to run 
the carts but also to run our equipment. Fertilizer and chemical costs have sky rocketed due to the increase 
price of fuel. Dave Williams has done and exceptional job keeping our course it great condition but it costs 
to have one of the finest golf courses in the area. Labor costs continue to increase and it is very important to 
have a great staff both in the Pro Shop and in the Maintenance Barn.  
 
In an effort to attract new members and keep our current members, the Golf Committee has developed two 
new categories of memberships. A "Senior Membership" is available to Elks members 70 years of age and 
older, as of April 1, 2009. This membership permits play on Mondays through Fridays with the exception of, 
the Friday before the Men's Member/Member, Member/Guest, Elks Invitational and the Fridays before home 
football games in the fall. There is also a "Senior Family Membership". The most Senior Elk member in the 
family will determine eligibility for the family membership. 
 
We also have a new "Executive Women's League Membership" which allows women Elks Members to 
participate in the women's league at a discounted rate without paying green's fees. This rate is intended for 
the women that don't have a full or senior membership. Applicable green's fees will apply outside league 
play.   
 
Again we've tried to control the fees as much as possible but economic cost increases have required a 
minimal increase. We believe that the new fee structure still allows us to claim that we have the best golf buy 
in Centre County.
